Lately I’ve been reading my way (slowly) through The Pentagon Papers by 
Neil Sheehan, et al. Now, I realize most of you lived through the Vietnam era 
and are familiar with the history. However, remember I’m a Reagan baby and 
didn’t.

This book traces the secret correspondence, memos, internal notes and 
conversations leaders had about various operations and actions taken by US 
diplomats, soldiers and government officials. Many of those actions were 
done in secret without proper (or full) approval and there was significant fall 
out when some of those things came to light.  
 
Couple that with reading the prophets Hosea, Amos, Micah and Isaiah who 
talked about Israel and Judah and how their worship practices looked good 
from the outside, but were hollow and false on the inside. Their outward 
appearance seemed okay, but in secret, they didn’t measure up. And my head 
is spinning!  
 
It got me thinking about exterior vs. interior, facade vs. factual, surface vs. 
secret. The issue with both of these situations was, in part, transparency 
-honesty, authenticity. God knows our hearts - what we show others and what 
we would never show others. Just like the people and the prophets 
proclaimed - God wants us to be honest and authentic, the same inside and 
out, the real deal, true through and through.
